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a. Monday, July 17, 2000, 1:00 – 4:30 PM

b. The minutes of the February 21, 2000 meeting were approved as posted.

Status report from Task Forces

c. 1159.1 - No new work over last 6 months.  Large opportunity has been presented to cooperate with IEC.

d. 1159.2 - No further progress.

e. 1159.3 - Draft 4 posted.  Ready to move forward for ballot before December 2000.
f. Old Business:

g. Reaffirmation of Std 1159-1995 - The closing date for ballots was July 13, 2000.  7 out of 10 have been received, all of which are affirmative.  8 are needed to complete the balloting process.  2 of the remaining 3 have been contacted and should be returning their ballots shortly.  Editorial items noted on two of the ballots can be covered with an errata sheet.  Notice will be posted on the web when the balloting process has been completed.  

· Persons making up the balloting pool - SCC-22 is responsible to submit a ballot list to IEEE.  The working group was encouraged to submit names of  persons interested in balloting 1159.1, 2 and 3 documents to Randy Collins so that they can be included in SCC-22's submittal to IEEE.  The working group was reminded that all persons submitted must be SA members and that IEEE looks for a balance between users, producers and general interest categories.  

· No one was familiar with this action item from February.  IEC TC77A 301Draft treats similar topics to IEEE Std 1159.  L. Conrad will submit a copy of this draft to R. Collins for review.
a. New Business:

· IEC77A has requested a liaison with IEEE in order to be able to share works in progress.  IEC77A is presently working on a document that closely resembles 1159.1.  It was M/S/C enthusiastically to request that SCC-22 respond to IEC77A affirmatively to establish this liaison.

· It was noted that each of the three task forces have been diligently working on their subject matter, however little discussion has taken place on their relationship to each other.  Randy Collins charged the task force chairs to make sure that a connection between each of these documents exists.  Each task force chair is to designate an individual to make sure this happens.

· Since Std. 1159-1995 will be reaffirmed shortly, the working group has three options with regard to its future.  In 2005, it can go away, be reaffirmed again or revised.  The working group was asked to bring ideas regarding overlap with other documents and areas of needed change for discussion at the 2001 winter meeting.  A decision will be made at that meeting as to the future course for Std 1159.
· Action Items:

· Notification of Std 1159 reaffirmation will be posted on the web when complete.

· Working group to submit names of persons interested in balloting 1159.1,2 and 3 to Randy Collins for submittal to SCC-22.

· Each task force chair was requested to designate a person to make sure there is a connection between the three documents.

· The working group was charged to bring ideas regarding the 2005 revision of Std. 1159 to the winter meeting.
