Old Business:

a. It was decided hold discussion on the revision of Std. 1159 until after the issues with the 1159.1 and 1159.2 had been discussed.  

At this point, the Std 1159 meting was temporarily adjourned in order to discuss the 1159.1 and 1159.2 issues at hand.

After discussion regarding the merging of 1159.1 and 1159.2 and the use of IEC 61000-4-30 as the basis for the new 1159.x document, the 1159 meeting was reconvened.

Based on the ongoing work on 1159.x, it was decided to postpone discussion on the 1159 revision until the Winter Meeting.
