The meeting started at 10:04 AM PDT.

We reviewed the Agenda. Pat Blakley suggested that we add an item for everybody to introduce himself or herself. It was agreed to make this change.

We reviewed the rules of operation and made changes as follows:

Added the date of the organizational meeting to Company/Organizational Membership (Co/Org) item 1.

Added the date of the organizational meeting to Individual Membership (Co/Org) item 1.
Removed the words “per day/session” from Definition of Meeting item 2 to keep from voiding someone’s membership if they could not get travel budget.

Fixed the paragraph numbering under meeting minutes.

Wayne Catlin made a motion that we approve the rules of operation as modified. Jamie Wiczer seconded the motion. There was no opposition to this motion.

It was noted that the working group needs a Vice-Chair to run meetings when Robert is not available and a secretary to take minutes. No one volunteered immediately!

It was moved by Pat Blakley that meetings be held by way of telephone conference calls and that initially they be held weekly beginning 6/12/2003. Stan Woods seconded the motion.

There was discussion centered around the need to move quickly to support IEEE p1451.5 and whether or not it would be necessary to meet weekly. Both Stan and Larry said that their experience with dot 2 and dot 3 indicated that weekly meetings moved the process along more quickly.

The motion carried with only Jamie Wiczer opposed because he felt that weekly meetings involved too much time commitment.

It was agreed that we need to review the PAR and Scope documents with the working group.  Jamie expressed concern that we are immediately jumping into a review of the straw man document without first obtaining a higher-level view of what we are trying to accomplish.

Larry Malchodi made a motion to adjourn. Jamie Wiczer seconded the motion.

The meeting adjourned at 11:13 PST.

Rules of operation

(5/29/2003)

General Policy and Conduct of Meetings

1. Working Group operates in accordance with IEEE guidance found in the IEEE Standards Companion (http://standards.ieee.org/guides/companion/).

2. Meetings are conducted in accordance with Robert’s Rules of Order (http://standards.ieee.org/faqs/roberts.ppt), with any specific interpretations or clarifications described below.

Company/Organizational Membership (Co/Org)

1. All attending the organizational meeting on 5/29/2003 or any previous P1451.0 study group meetings are members.

2. Others become a member by attending 4 consecutive meetings.

3. Loss of membership - lack of Co/Org representation at 4 consecutive meetings (membership lost at end of 4th meeting)

4. Reinstatement of membership - Co/Org representation at 4 consecutive meetings (Co/Org reinstated at the end of 4th meeting)

 

Individual Membership

1. All individuals attending the organizational meeting on 5/29/2003 or any previous P1451.0 study group meetings are members 

2. Others become a member by attending 4 consecutive meetings

3. Loss of membership – missing 4 consecutive meetings (membership lost at end of 4th meeting)

4. Reinstatement of membership – attendance of 4 consecutive meetings (reinstated at the end of 4th meeting)

 

Definition of Meeting  

1. Teleconferences count as one meeting if attendance is greater than 50% of the official meeting time during one or more teleconferences in the same calendar week.

2. Face-to-face meetings count as one meeting if present for greater than 50% of the official meeting time.

 

Voting

1.  Requires a Quorum - a quorum is constituted by the attendance of at least four distinct Co/Org with active memberships and at least 1 officer

2. For minor technical issues the voting is by individual status

3. For major technical issues there is one vote per active Co/Org. NOTE: chair will decide the classification of the issue on the floor.

4. As specified in Robert’s Rules of Order, the Chair normally does not speak in favor or against an item under discussion, and does not vote. However, in case of a tie vote on an issue, the Chair may vote to break the tie.

 

Meeting Minutes

1. Meeting minutes will be posted on the Web under the drafts section as soon as possible after the meeting.

2. Approval of previous meeting minutes will be discussed at the start of the next meeting.  Minutes are considered minor issues and are approved if there are no corrections to be made to the contents.  Upon request, objecting individuals must be prepared to supply information necessary to resolve the objection.

3. The minutes will be automatically approved if working group business prevents minutes from being discussed for four weeks after the minutes have been posted on the web.

4. After minutes have been approved, they will be moved to the approved section of the web.
