The meeting started at 1:05 PM EDT. A quorum was present when the meeting started.

There being no objection, the agenda was approved without changes.

The minutes of the previous meeting were read aloud. Jamie Wiczer moved that the minutes be approved as written. Pat Blakely seconded the motion. There being no objection, the minutes of the previous meeting were approved as written.

Old Business:

CANopen—Bill Seitz, North American General Manager for CAN in Automation has proposed to form a joint working group to map 1451 to a CANopen device profile. To begin that process he has requested permission to send an invitation to all the members of the dot0 working group to attend an organizational meeting. Discussion included:

1. This may not be in the charter of the dot0 working group.

2. We cannot favor one physical layer over another, so we may need to offer the same support to any other organization with a similar request.

3. We need not to let it unduly drive the direction of this group.

Following this discussion and upon motion made by Jamie Wiczer, seconded by Pat Blakely, and unanimously approved, it was

RESOLVED, than we agree with the concept of a joint task force to map IEEE 1451 to a CANopen device profile, and further agree with distributing to the membership of the IEEE P1451.0 Working Group an invitation to join such a task force, provided that a reciprocal invitation is made to the CANopen members of that task force to join the IEEE P1451.0 Working Group.

Related Standards—Phil Ellerbrock requested that we add Intellibus to the list of related standards. Currently they are working on a revised specification for Intellibus and are looking for a standards organization to support it, preferably one with a strong international presence.

New Business:

Procedure for issues—Robert Johnson asked the Working Group how they preferred to proceed regarding the identified issues. The suggestion was to either:

2. Divide into subgroups, one for each issue, that meet and then report back to the Working Group.

3. Start working on the draft standard and address the issues as they arise.

Following discussion and upon motion made by Lee Eccles, seconded by Pat Blakely, and unanimously approved, it was

RESOLVED, than we begin to review the straw man draft standard prepared by Lee Eccles and address the issues as they arise during that review.

Lee Eccles as document editor, will lead the review. We will not just start with page 1, but will start somewhere logical, such as with the Smart Transducer Functional Specification.
