The meeting started at 1:05 PM EDT. A quorum was present when the meeting started.

There being no objection, the agenda was approved without changes.

The minutes of the previous meeting were read aloud. Wayne Catlin moved that the minutes be approved as written. Pat Blakely seconded the motion. There being no objection, the minutes of the previous meeting were approved as written.

Old Business:

Straw Man Draft—The first topic to be discussed was the review of the straw man draft standard. Jamie Wiczer asked that we reconsider the decision last week to begin a review of the draft. Since then he had read the draft and concluded that it includes concepts that have not been discussed in previous working group meetings. Jamie feels that the draft raises significant issues that should be addressed before a detailed review of the draft. Larry Malchodi started that he had not understood that we were starting a line-by-line review, but rather an overview and using that to further develop a list of issues to resolve. Jamie Wiczer stated that he did not believe that most of the working group members were familiar enough with the proposed IEEE P1451.3 standard, from which the draft was developed, to know what features are included and what level of complexity and processor performance might be required. The consensus of those present was that we needed to clarify our plan regarding the review of the straw man draft.

Following this discussion and upon motion made by Jamie Wiczer, seconded by Jay Warrior, and unanimously approved, it was

RESOLVED, than we perform a clause-by-clause review of the straw man draft based on a summary and presentation of the features by the document editor, and it was

RESOLVED FURTHER, that the working group will use this review to identify the issues that should be addressed prior to performing a detailed review of the draft.

Lee Eccles, the working group document editor and author of the straw man draft, will be requested to present the summary and features of the straw man draft at the next meeting, starting with clause 5. Lee or Larry Malchodi, the chair of the IEEE P1451.3 working group, will prepare an outline of the draft for distribution to the working group in advance of the next meeting.

The working group was asked to review clauses 5 and 6 of the draft and submit questions and comments to Lee or Larry in advance.
