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The meeting started at 3:00 PM CST.

Introductions

Statements made by Participants Include:

James Wiczer and Kang Lee discussed the mission  of the IEEE P1451.2 Working Group with the meeting participants. The focus of these comments involved the following:

1) Make the IEEE 1451.2 standard easier and less costly to implement. 

2) Improve the IEEE Std 1451.2-1997 to include a more common serial hardware interface between the NCAP and the STIM. 

3) Make corrections and improvements to the IEEE 1451.2 standard based on suggestions received during the prior 4 years.

4) Explore other changes based on needs to include unifying features in all members of 1451.x family. The goal of these proposed changes would be to provide users with a more consistent 1451sensor interface with similar elements found in all 1451.x types of interfaces. The rate of progress by other groups working in this area will determine if it is reasonable to try to include some of these features.

The experienced IEEE 1451.x participants gave their views on what aspects of improving IEEE 1451.x might be useful.

The new members expressed their interest in 1451.2 from a practical perspective.

Action Items

The Working Group Chair has agreed to provide the following materials to participants:

Provide a list of working group directions from the IEEE

Provide a technical agenda for the next meeting.

Provide Participants Some Background Information on the IEEE 1451.2 existing standard

The working group chairperson, J. Wiczer, agreed to serve as the temporary secretary to document the first meeting. Selecting a secretary will be one of the first items of business at the next meeting.

Conclusions

All of the telephone participants agreed to participate in the next meeting if their schedule will permit. Additional feedback during the conference call suggested that the telephone conference format was acceptable to all participants.
