a)  Editor has added the proposed document as Clause 4 in the Draft.

3) Generic Memory:

a) A communication from D. Smiczek indicates that an XML file describing a generic family code is not necessary and perhaps not possible, since there is no family code to be described in the file. Action: J. Baekke will add an explanatory paragraph to Annex F, describing the usage of generic memory.  

 4) Templates:

a) Microphone Templates 25 through 27 have been modified to add extended functionality. Mic templates 28 still needs some work and is very complex. Mic template 29 is new.

b) A force template has been added.

c) Template 43 has been added.

5) Extended Functionality:

a) Most of the editing needed to add extended functions is completed. A new paragraph proposed for Clause 7 needs typographical editing as does Table A. These items have been discussed by the sub-group and were not circulated to the Working Group.

a) J. Baekke added a paragraph to Annex K, Manufacturer ID List, describing conventions for enumerated manufacturer model numbers.

a) Additional comments from C. Jones and C. Lopez have been added to the draft, and a “bit digit” has been described.
