1) Final Draft Editing for Ballot:

a)  Clause 9 editorial errors “Reference not found” need to be corrected.

b) In the Force Transducer template, properties for stiffness and internal mass are needed.

c) Copyright clearance from Dallas/Maxim has been forwarded to IEEE.

d) A paragraph is needed on enumeration of types, but there is some disagreement on what is to be included, whether a string is needed to define an enumeration and the potential to confuse an enumeration with a real numerical value. 

e) The UTID was originally included as a convenient way to classify templates. UTID is a concatenation of all the selectors in the template and uniquely defines the template. If there is sufficient time, a paragraph on UTID could be added.

f) Several template changes submitted Aug 17 need to be added.

g) The force template sensitivity resolution was set at 12 bits in the summary table and has been changed to 13 bits. The actual template source code needs to be changed, as well.

h) The term “charge injection” is used in the templates and needs to be changed, to avid patent infringement questions.

i) Several instances of the term “switch mask” must be changed to “control function mask.”

j) A list of changes submitted by C. Lopez need to be included in Annex B.

3) Decision to Forward the Draft to the IEEE Ballot Committee:

a) A Motion was made to forward the Draft, including the changes listed above, to the IEEE Ballot Committee for the second round of balloting. Editing would be completed on Friday, Sept 19, allowing Working Group review of the Draft. The Draft will be emailed to IEEE on Monday, Sept 22. 

b) A Second was made on the motion.

c) Upon invitation from the Chair, no request was made for further discussion.

d) Upon vote, no dissenting voices were heard, and a unanimous decision to forward the Draft for balloting is recorded.
