The following notes follow the Agenda Headings.

1. Introductions and Administration

· Roundtable introduction of Members 

· Jim McConnach circulated the master copy of the CCWG Roster and P1595 Roster for updating.
2. Review/Update Terms of Reference (TOR) and Scope of  CCWG

· Rich D’Aquanni suggested that Renewable Energy Certificates (RECs) and Renewable Portfolio Standards (RPS) should be mentioned under scope.

· Jim McConnach  responded to include RECs,, RPS and “web-based tools”. The living document will be revised accordingly and circulated to the full CCWG.

· In accordance with due process, the latest revision of the TOR will be submitted for review and approval by EDPGC.

3. Report on CCWG Activities Since SM2002 in Chicago

· Jim McConnach tabled the draft Summer 2003 Report for CCWG (this has since been up-dated to include the Toronto Meeting and Panel Sessions - see attached).
4. Panel Sessions at GM2003 Toronto

· See attached Summer report, item 4.

5. Progress of Task Force P1595 to Develop a Standard to Quantify Emission Credits (P1595TF)

· There are now 16 members of the Task Force from Canada; USA; UK; Europe; Indonesia, Australia, New Zealand and South America.

· Status of development is summarized in item 5 of the attached Summer 2003 Report for CCWG. Highlights include: 

· the Standard will be developed in Parts over a number of years as a multi-part multi-year  project.the preliminary draft of the Part 1 document was issued in March 2003 for review by CCWG. This document, IEEE-P1595-D0.1, covers general principles and rules and will cover specific rules for energy efficiency and renewables. 

· in early May 2003, ISO approved IEEE-PES for Category A Liaison to TC 207 and the work of ISO WG5 which is developing international umbrella standards for GHG emissions in all sectors.

· the Canadian Standards Association (CSA) in Mississauga, Ontario is providing the Secretariat function for ISO TC 207. A meeting was held at the CSA offices in May to ensure a clear understanding of the working arrangements for category A liaison. 

· The compilation of comments by CCWG members on preliminary draft document IEEE-P1595-D0.1 was circulated by e-mail prior to the meeting. Rich commented that future document reviews should be more structured and members should be surveyed to identify their commitment to review the document or specific parts of the document, depending upon their experience and areas of interest. (The IEC format for document reviews is a likely preferred process.) 

· Further detailed development of the meat of the document is stalled, pending the acquisition of voluntary specialist expertise or funds to engage same. Work is in progress with the IEEE-Standards Association and the IEEE Development office to set up a charitable fund for this purpose. The preparatory work on promotional material, a web-site and other material for the funding program and “paving the way” with potential donors will be done during the remainder of 2003. The launch of the full campaign is scheduled for early 2004.

· Meanwhile work will continue on general sections of the document such as references, bibliography and definitions.

· First balloting of Part 1 of the document is delayed until the Spring of 2004.

· Although progress with some parts of the Standard is slower than originally planned, the time line still meshes well with the general standards work of ISO and the project module protocol being developed by the World Resources Institute (WRI) and World Business Council for Sustainable Development (WBCSD).

ACTION:   By the end of July 2003, Working Group Members  are to identify strategic potential donors for the funding program (Company name plus contact person details to be provided where possible.)   

· Tom Baumann, designated IEEE-PES liaison person to the ISO work reported on the recent TC207 and WG5 meetings held in Bali, Indonesia in early July. Work on the ISO Part 2 Project document is lagging the Part 1 (Entities) and Part 3 (Validation, Verification and Certification) documents. A further working level meeting on the Part 2 project document is scheduled for Geneva in December 2003. The Project document is expected to be issued as a Working Draft for general review in September 2003, and the comments will be reviewed for discussion at the Geneva meeting.  Following the Geneva meeting, the group will decide whether the Part 2 project part will evolve to a Committee Draft in preparation for the next TC207 meeting scheduled for London UK in March 2004. 

6. Future CCWG Panel Sessions & Activities

· GM2004 in Denver, June 6-12

· Progress with setting up a Task Force on Carbon Removal & Sequestration continues to be disappointing  and the Panel Session on this topic is deferred to GM 2005 in San Francisco 

· Ambra Sannino submitted a proposal by e-mail for a Panel session on “Global Power Systems for Sustainable Energy Development” (working title). This fits well with the “green” theme and “tracks” for the Denver meeting. It was agreed this would be proposed to be included in the International Practices program of panel sessions. (Done at the IP meeting immediately following the CCWG meeting in Toronto – and carried.)  Ambra will be the lead person to organize and chair this session.

· Rich D’Aquanni and Jim McConnach proposed a joint Panel Session with the Renewable Technologies Working Group (chaired by Rama Ramakumar). The working title is “Application of Fuel Cells and Infrastructue Development for the Hydrogen Economy.” (This was proposed and carried at the IP meeting.)  Rich will be the lead person to organize and chair this session.

ACTION:  CCWG Members are to suggest speakers for the two Panel sessions proposed for Denver above by the end of  August 2003.
