1. Introductions and Administration

· Roundtable introduction of Members & Guests 

· Jim McConnach circulated the master copy of the CCWG Roster for updating.
2. Election of CCWG Secretary

· Jim McConnach is currently Chair and Secretary of the CCWG and wishes to recruit a Secretary to share the burden of administration.

· Tom Hammons suggested that the duties of Secretary be rotated for each meeting.

· No offers to act as secretary were forthcoming and the search for a WG Secretary will continue.

3. Review/Update Terms of Reference and Scope of  CCWG

· Revised TOR to include the transportation sector had been circulated with the meeting notice.

· Peter Meisen suggested that fuel cells, hydrogen and hybrid vehicles be specifically mention in the transportation sector in addition to electric vehicles

· Richard D’Aquanni suggested the TOR make some reference to the preferred policy of reducing dependence on fossil fuels. It was decided that any policy statement would need the blessing of IEEE-PES and this is to be explored further by Jim McConnach via EDPG and the PES Policy Development Coordinating Committee.  

· Jim McConnach is to incorporate the comments received and re-circulate the revised document to the full CCWG for further review and input.

4. Status of Publishing Reports on Panel Sessions

· The summary report on the Panel Session at WM2002 in New York has been submitted for publication in Power Engineering Review in 2002. No  publication date yet available. Title: Developments in Implementing Technology to Limit Greenhouse Gases.

· A summary report of the Chicago Panel is proposed for submission to Power Engineering Review or its successor the Power & Energy magazine. Summaries are due to Tom Hammons by early September 2002. 

5. Progress of Task Force P1595 to Develop a Standard to Quantify Emission Credits (P1595TF)

· The current Task Force Roster for Project 1595 was circulated. There are now 14 members of the Task Force from Canada; USA; UK; Europe; Australia and South America.

· Status: An overview presentation and presentations on main parts of the draft standard have been prepared for discussion at the afternoon Panel Session  

July 23, 2:00 pm to 5:00 pm.

· Rich D’Aquanni suggested a performance based standard as the preferred direction for further developing the Standard document. This was accepted.

· A draft document will be prepared incorporating the input and feedback from the Chicago  panel and discussions. This will then be distributed to the larger CCWG for review and comment. Target is November 2002.

· Although progress with some parts of the Standard is slower than originally planned, it is still hoped to target the fall of 2003 for a first ballot of the Standard.       

6. Future CCWG Panel Sessions & Activities

· Toronto GM2003, July 13-18:  

· Panel on Small Scale Renewable Projects that Limit GHGs. Two panelists have been identified and others are being sought. Holding this as a joint session with Energy Development is being explored with Dr Rama Ramakumar to expedite identification of additional panelists. Jim McConnach is lead organizer.

· Panel on Developments in Technology to Limit GHG Emissions in Europe. Tom Hammons is lead organizer with European colleagues of CCWG. 

· GM2004 in Denver, June 6-12

· TF & Panel on Carbon Removal & Sequestration Technologies. Progress with setting up a Task Force on Carbon Sequestration has been disappointing so far and the Panel Session is deferred to GM 2004 in Denver. 

· Promotion of the work of CCWG and standard project 1595 via a web-site was suggested. Tom Hammons is to explore the possibility of achieving this via the current EDPG web-site. The Standards Association may also be able to offer resources to set up a web-site on P1595 – Jim McConnach to explore. A further suggestion is to seek Canadian federal funding for a University Student to set up a web-site at their University eg the University of Toronto. Scott Rouse and Jim Mcconnach to explore this option.

· An interim meeting is to be explored if sufficient interest from CCWG and P1595 TF members. A possibility is at the PowerGen meeting in Orlando in Dec. 2002.
