Pamela Brody-Heine, IEEE 1680.2 Co-Chair and Patty Dillon, IEEE 1680.3 Co-Chair called the meeting to order.
Roll Call/ Attendance:  See attached attendance list.  
Agenda Review:  Pamela Brody-Heine reviewed the agenda for the call. A revised copy of the agenda was distributed on June 30 email. The agenda was updated to reflect what business was concluded on the June 29 call, and what we plan to accomplish today.  The agenda was approved by affirmation. 
Meeting Protocols
Pamela reviewed the meeting protocols.

It was suggested and agreed that affiliations should be stated along with the proxies at future meetings. The Chairs offered to post the assigned proxies on WebEx for future calls rather than read off the list.
Call for Patents. Patty Dillon provided an opportunity for participants to identify patent claims essential for the use of the standard. No patents were identified on the call.

Approval of June 29 Meeting Minutes:  The minutes from the June 29 Joint IE/TV WG meeting were distributed with the meeting materials. 
Patty Dillon reviewed the final results of voting from the June 29 call. 

· Motion to temporarily suspend proxy assignment and extend for one month through Sept. 1 - Not approved (63% in favor; 37% opposed). Since this motion was not approved proxies can only be assigned for 2 consecutive meetings as stated in the WG Policy & Procedures.
· Motion to change the process for approving amendments proposed by the Chairs – Not approved (35% in favor; 65% opposed). Since this motion was not approved, the WGs will continue with the amendment approval process that was established on the June 29 call.

· ESM Amendments #1 to #6 – all amendments were not approved. See the June 29 minutes for detailed voting results for each amendment and by WG).  In brief, support on the amendments ranged from 20 – 35%. Since amendments need 75% approval to be incorporated into the draft standard, these amendments will not move into the draft standard.

There were two corrections to the minutes submitted prior to the call: 1) correct the voting results on the motion to change the amendment process. The vote result was incorrectly transcribed. The result was 35% in favor of the motion and 65% opposed (the minutes said 37% opposed); 2) add Renee St. Denis to list of attendees. There were no further corrections to the minutes. The minutes were approved by affirmation.  

WG Approval of Draft Standards 

The deadline for submittal of proposed amendments to all other performance categories with approved draft standard components (i.e., Energy, DfEOL, Product Longevity, Consumables, IAQ) has been extended to COB pacific Tuesday July 6.  Pamela reminded WG members to limit amendments to critical issues for them - only those issues that are needed for stakeholders to be able to approve the draft standard.
This call was devoted to completing the ESM proposed amendments ( #7 - #40).   Next week the Working Group calls will address proposed amendments on Materials Selection, Corporate Performance and Packaging. 
Pamela reminded WG members that amendments require 75% approval to be incorporated into the draft standard.

Two documents were provided for the discussion in advance of the call:
1) Merged Proposed Amendments 100628 for the 4 merged subgroups with approved draft standard components
2) ESM & Materials Selection Amendment Discussion Topics

Discussion began with the 26 proposed amendments to the organohalogen criteria (4.1.7.1, 4.1.7.2, 4.1.7.3). The submitters of amendments presented their proposed amendments to the WGs. The floor was then opened to all WG members for comments on the proposed amendments. A Survey Monkey on the amendments to organohalogen criteria (#7 - #32) was opened up following the discussion. WG members holding proxies and those not on WebEx were given the opportunity to cast votes, either verbally or by email.  The Chairs announced that the vote results will be tabulated after the call and distributed to WG members. (See Attachment 2 for voting results.)
The remaining amendments on ESM Criteria (#33 - #40) were presented by the submitters. The floor was opened for WG members to provide comments. A Survey Monkey on the remaining ESM criteria was opened up following the discussion period. The Chairs announced that the Survey Monkey would remain open for one hour after the call ended. WG members holding proxies and those not on WebEx were given the opportunity to cast votes, either verbally or by email.  The Chairs announced that the vote results will be tabulated after the call and distributed to WG members. (See Attachment 2 for voting results.)
Next Steps – Call Schedule
Next week joint calls of the 1680.2 and 1680.3 Working Groups are scheduled for Tuesday and Thursday.  Proposed amendments for Materials Selection, Corporate Performance and Packaging will be discussed and voted on.

When the amendment process for the merged performance categories is complete, the WGs will begin weekly separate calls to address separate performance categories until the draft standard is approved. 1680.2 will convene meetings on Tuesdays and 1680.3 on Thursdays.

The agendas for next week’s calls will be sent later today.
