JOINT WORKING GROUP MEETING MINUTES   
Thursday, July 22, 2010
Conference Call, 1 PM – 3 PM EST 

Pamela Brody-Heine, IEEE 1680.2 Co-Chair and Patty Dillon, IEEE 1680.3 Co-Chair called the meeting to order.
Pamela noted that this is an informational call. The WGs will not be conducting business or taking votes.  Therefore attendance was not taken and this call did not count for or against participation requirements.
Agenda Review:  Pamela Brody-Heine reviewed the agenda for the call.   Due to some questions that WG members have asked in the past couple days about the invited experts, an agenda item was added to discuss the Invited Experts.
The agenda was approved by affirmation. 
Meeting Protocols
Pamela reviewed the meeting protocols.
· Put your phones on mute for the duration of the call unless you have the floor.  
· In order to speak you need to be recognized by the Chairs. Use the raise hands function to be recognized by the Chairs. If you don’t have access to the webex, you can verbally “raise your hand” to be put in the queue. 
· The order of business will follow the agenda. Any comments that are out of order – that is, off the agenda topic -- will not be allowed. 
· Each WG member is limited to speaking two times on the same topic. However, an individual will NOT be recognized to speak a second time if another WG member has not had the opportunity to speak. (These rules can be found in section 41 of Roberts Rules.)
Call for Patents. Patty Dillon provided an opportunity for participants to identify patent claims essential for the use of the standard. No patents were identified on the call.

Overview of Balloting Process

Malia Zaman gave an overview of the balloting process including how to sign up to ballot and what/when to expect an invitation to ballot.  Malia’s presentation is available on the website in the meeting folder at http://grouper.ieee.org/groups/1680/1680.2/Members_Only/Meetings/2010-07-22%20Call/.
An invitation to ballot will be sent out by the WG co-chairs within the next couple days.  Malia (m.zaman@ieee.org) is available to provide assistance with signing up to ballot.  Also Christopher Mylan at mylan.christopher@epa.gov or Kelly Wedell at wedell.kelly@epa.gov are available to help.

Ballot Resolution Committee (BRC)
Pamela explained that the lists of ballot resolution committee nominees for 1680.2 and 1680.3 were distributed as part of the meeting materials for this call.  Per our P&Ps, the WG approves the BRC and approval requires 50%.  We will be voting to approve the entire committee and not for individual nominees.

Following the call, the WG co-chairs will open up two survey monkey’s (one for each WG) to approve the BRCs.  The survey will close on Monday 7/26 at COB pacific.    
If you vote not to approve the BRC, Pamela asked WG members to explain why.  
Once the BRC is approved, the Committee will nominate a chair and seek WG approval of the chair.

The BRC is responsible for reviewing comments received from the balloting group and responding to the comments.  The job of the BRC is to represent the viewpoints of the entire WG and NOT to further their own positions.

The WG co-chairs and the EASC co-chairs nominated the list of proposed BRC members.  The BRC is made of one representative from each of the 10 stakeholder categories in the Working Group.  WG members were nominated based on the following criteria:

1. WG members in good standing

2. Integrally involved on the development of the standard since early in the process 

3. Represents a broad interest category

4. Has knowledge about a range of performance categories

5. Agreed to participate on the BRC 

Pamela noted one update to the 1680.3 BRC nominations. A purchaser, Karen Cook of Alameda County, CA, has agreed to serve on the BRC. Karen is listed on the nominations posted on WebEx and in the SM.

Invited Experts

Pamela explained that the list of invited experts was provided as information to the WGs.  Approval of the invited experts lists is through the IEEE Standards Board and the EASC sponsor committee.  If anyone wishes to provide input relevant to the SASB's consideration of the invited experts list they can submit written comments to Dave Ringle (d.ringle@ieee.org) by August 1, 2010.
John Katz explained that the invited experts lists were developed by the WG co-chairs and the EASC co-chairs.  Individuals were nominated based on their expertise and the need to secure input from diverse stakeholders during balloting.  The list include people who are experts in particular parts of the standard, or provide expertise/perspective that might otherwise not be present in the balloting group and who may not be traditional IEEE members.
Next Steps
1) Approval of BRC – The BRC survey monkeys opened as the meeting adjourned and will close on Monday at COB pacific.  Please remember if you are on both WGs to vote on both surveys.

2) Status of EOL Draft Standard Component – The WG co-chairs continue to work with the RTF on compromise language to bring to the EOL management subgroup for approval. We expect approval of the draft standard component by the end of next week. 
3) Approval of Definitions, Special Terms and Acronyms – Amendments are due Monday COB pacific (note that the email said eastern, but to be consistent with the BRC surveys we will accept amendments until COB pacific).  We will distribute the proposed amendments on Tuesday for discussion and approval on the 7/29 joint call.
4) Call Schedule - Next week (week of July 26) the Tuesday 7/27 call is cancelled.  An Outlook meeting cancelation will be sent following the call.
The call on Thursday 7/29 will include review and approval of definitions and amendments.
