Call for Patents: Patty Dillon provided an opportunity for participants to identify patent claims essential for the use of the standard. No patents were identified on the call.

Approval of July 6 Meeting Minutes:  The minutes from the July 6 Joint IE/TV WG meeting were distributed yesterday (7/7). 
Patty Dillon reviewed the final results of voting on Materials Selection amendments and Corporate Performance amendments #1 and #2.   Materials Selection amendments #4, #9 and #10, and Corporate Performance amendment #1 were not approved by the WGs. The failed amendments mostly had less than 30% support of the WGs. All other amendments were approved by more than 75% of members of both WGs.  See Attachment 2 in the July 6 meeting minutes for more details.

There were 2 corrections to the minutes submitted prior to the call: 1) correct spelling of Mary Harscher’s name; and 2) delete Karen Cook from proxy list since her proxy assignment was not in effect for the meeting. There were no further corrections to the minutes identified on the call. The minutes as amended were approved by affirmation.  

WG Approval of Draft Standards 

The call focused on the remaining Corporate Performance amendments (#3 -#11) and Packaging amendments (#1-#4). Two documents were provided for the discussion in advance of the call:

1) Merged Proposed Amendments 100628 for the 4 merged subgroups with approved draft standard components
2) Mat Sel Corp Perf & Packaging Amendment Discussion Topics 
Before beginning the discussions, Pamela informed the WGs of the outcome of further consultations with IEEE staff  regarding the question raised on the July 6 call whether the WG discussion process could be closed to additional amendments on performance categories that the WGs has already discussed.  As Malia stated on the July 6 call, the process being used by the WGs is analogous to balloting, where the comment period closes at a specified time.  During balloting, the next step would be to re-circulate the draft standard, but since the WG is not re-circulating the draft standard for comment, this step would not apply.   Therefore, remaining issues can be brought up during the balloting process. In addition, each draft standard must be approved by 75% of the WG before going to ballot.


Discussion began with Corporate Performance amendment #3 - #11. Pamela reminded WG members that amendments require 75% approval to be incorporated into the draft standard. The submitters of amendments presented their proposed amendments to the WGs. The floor was then opened to all WG members for comments on the proposed amendments. A Survey Monkey on the amendments to Corporate Performance amendments #3 - #11 was opened up following the discussion. WG members holding proxies and those not on WebEx were given the opportunity to cast votes, either verbally or by email.  The Chairs announced that the vote results will be tabulated after the call and distributed to WG members. (See Attachment 2 for voting results.)
Packaging amendments #1 - 4 were presented by the submitters. The floor was opened for WG members to provide comments. A Survey Monkey on the Packaging amendments was opened up following the discussion period. The Chairs announced that the Survey Monkey would remain open for one hour after the call ended. WG members holding proxies and those not on WebEx were given the opportunity to cast votes, either verbally or by email.  The Chairs announced that the vote results will be tabulated after the call and distributed to WG members. (See Attachment 2 for voting results.)

Next Steps – Call Schedule
Discussion and voting on the above amendments completed the amendment process for the 4 merged performance categories with approved draft standard components.  
Next week each Working Group will have a separate call to discuss and vote on WG specific amendments; 1680.2 meeting is on Tuesday, 7/13 and 1680.3 is on Thursday 7/15. Amendments for 1680.2 were distributed yesterday; amendments for 1680.3 will be distributed later today.  
The WGs will have a joint meeting(s) again once the EOL draft standard component comes to the WGs.
