RESULTS OF MEETING

1. Comments about draft (Scott)

There is no normative language for the overall process in any part of the document.

 

Section 5 Functionality is mostly normative, but only for the components.  There is no description of the overall process flow between the components.

 

Section 6 Model has only informative/descriptive words in it.  It contains an overall description, but the language is not normative.

 

The first paragraph of Section 6 should be rephrased into normative language and placed at the beginning of Section 5.
