1. Introduction
The contribution proposes the text changes to D3 [1] to describe how CSGID(s) sent by AMS can be used. Currently, CSGID(s) is sent for CSG membership detection while AMS performs network entry to Femto ABS. However, the CSGID(s) information can be also used for macro ABS to recommend CSG Femto ABS (belonging to the CSGID(s)) to detect its CSG AMS(s) by observing UL signaling. 

Therefore, this contribution proposes CSGID(s) transmission during NE regardless of cell type.

When the AMS performs network entry with macro ABS, it shall include CSGID(s) in AAI_RNG-REQ, if one or more CSGID(s) is provisioned in the AMS. If the overlapped macro ABS receives the CSGID(s) from the AMS, Alternatively, it overlapped Macro ABS may recommend CSG Femto ABS to monitor UL signaling of accessible AMS which is served by the Macro ABS.
