Problem Statement

The current text in section 16.3.6.2.1.2, line 53 allows the use of S-SFH SP resources in case where no S-SFG SP is present within SFH for control or A-MAP. There might be scenarios where resources can be used for data transmission as well (in case where resources left after A-MAPs and/or control information allocation). 
Previous text within that section, in page 433 line 27 already describes it correctly (including the data section). 
Suggested Solution

It is suggested to remove line 53 in section 16.3.6.2.1.2 allowing the resources to be allocated for data as well.
Suggested Standard Modifications
Modify text in page 434, line 53 in section 16.3.6.2.1.2, as follows:
When there is no S-SFH SP in the SFH, the SFH resources are used for transmitting other control informa​tion or A-MAP.
