In P802.16m/D7, the definition of contiguous carrier is binding with the requirement of sub-carrier alignment. This is also the way to compose the carrier group according to P802.16m/D7. In order to prevent possible confusion by the reader, it will be better to clarify the relationship between contiguous carrier, sub-carrier alignment and carrier group.

[Adopt the following text modifications from line#44, page#463 of P802.16m/D7]
The carrier group in AAI_Global-CFG message indicates the contiguous carriers where the sub-carrier alignment is achieved. The adjacent carriers which cannot satisfy the sub-carrier alignment requirement will be treated as non-contiguous carriers. When two adjacent carriers both contain AAI zone and WirelessMAN-OFDMA zone, they will be treated as two non-contiguous carriers and be indicated by different carrier group in the AAI_Global-CFGConfig message. ABS and AMS shall be capable to encode and decode each multi-carrier configuration depicted in Table 803 and apply the corresponding frequency offset before activating multi-carrier operations.
