Discussion regarding Ad Hoc Charter

Per HSSG Chair, the charter of the group is

· Research reach / media (fiber / copper cabling) for applications (examples- HPC, Data Center, Metro, others) 

· Report findings to SG.

Discussion of Survey Questions

· No questions were submitted prior to meeting

· It was observed that both IX’s expressed a strong need for commonality.   It was suggested to add this to the survey.

· Cisco discussed survey they did in early 2005 for the Cisco 6500 platform.  

· Breakdown need of PMD’s from survey per Cisco:

· 45% LX4

· 35% SR

· 20% LR

· Used in Data Center and Campus applications

· IBM discussion of  HPC applications – 

· Robustness is very important to HPCC applications so 95% of our links were SR” (more robust to dirt contamination)

· Some discussion that Service Providers need robustness just as much but can meet fiber cleanliness requirements

· Distances for us are largely met by 100 meters. A few up to 150 M

· It was thought that all 50 micron fiber was used for HPC.

· HPC is new install, so upgrading is not a concern

· AMS-IX – Data center or Internet Exchange?

· IX’s need to be considered as metro providers (reach to “recovery centers”)

· Fiber Discussion & Opinions

· Legacy fiber may not need to be considered to the same extent  as previous

· MMF is considered to be more robust than SMF

· MMF is more tolerant of dirt than SM

· From Knoxville presentations – time component for PMDs

· Long reach vs short reach

· Use of 10G is centered at short reach.  Extra long reach?

· Not a lot of interest shown in straw poll at Knoxville for extra long haul

· Opinions expressed that this is important too
