This tutorial will start with a review of the fundamental goals of the White Space initiatives coming out of a variety of regulatory authorities around the world including the recent FCC actions.  The current status of these efforts will be outlined and the likely future development will be extrapolated.  These White Space initiatives will be put in the context of other related technical developments aimed at increasing the robustness of wireless communications systems while making them more cost effective.  Several Use Cases will be presented to illustrate this.  This will be followed by a review of all the standards activities underway that relate to White Space.  From this review it will become clear that there is the potential for a “Tower of Babel” problem with multiple non-compatible standards and implementations addressing overlapping portions of the overall domain.
