IEEE 802.17 begins work on resilient inter-ring connections 
PISCATAWAY, N.J., USA, March 22, 2007– The IEEE has approved the creation of the 802.17c Protected Inter-Ring Connection (PIRC) Project. The 802.17c project will standardize the protection and load balancing of inter-ring connections for 802.17 Resilient Packet Rings. The first meeting of the group will meet from May 29-31st 2007,  in Geneva, Switzerland as part of a Joint ITU-T/IEEE meeting on Carrier Ethernet. 
IEEE 802.17 Working Group is sponsored by the IEEE Computer Society, LAN/MAN Standards Committee.  Development of 802.17 standards involve participants from nearly all aspects of the industry, such as carriers, semiconductor vendors, service providers, systems vendors, public network providers, and academic and nonprofit organizations.
