SETCom Meeting
The SETCom meeting was opened around 10:45 am on 9 July 2007 in the Hawaii Convention Center. SETcom Secretary Jinliang He chaired SETCom meeting and present the SETCom annual report.
Vice President Mr. Don Heirman, Dr. Rong Zeng from Tsinghua University, and Stephen Berger of TEM Consulting, Austion, USA jointed the discussed. 

The SETCom meeting included the following agenda: Opening remarks and introductions; Review of scope of SETCom; Membership in SETCom; Work program (Newsletter articles, etc.); Review of last year's activity; Plans for 2008 and any suggestions; and Close.
The future plans of SETCom are determined: 

(1) Form a complete slate and recruit members

There is an urgent need for members for the committee.  It was suggested that an EMCS Newsletter article be written calling for members.

(2) Solicit EMC Standards tutorial articles from experts to be published in EMC Newsletters, every speaker of the tutorial in this year invited to write a article, the total would reach 6.

Don Heirman suggested that such articles be written for each Newsletter. If it is short, then it might fit in the VP for Standards Column. If it is longer, it might if properly written be in the "practical papers" section of the Newsletter. Authors for Newsletter articles suggested were Phipps, Douglas, Sarto, and He. An paper should be written on standards as a professional development  in ones career.  It was suggested that SETCom needs to get interest from the EMCS members to work on standards and if it can link with the persons professional career, that would be good for professional development of that person 
(3) Cooperate with EMC-S Education Committee to organize Standards Tutorials, next year with the EASC plan to have a 1.5 hour module in the Global University.

(4) Continue to organize Standards Workshops at annual EMC Symposia, needing a more attractive topic to attract more attendees (more than 50 this year), plan next to discuss completed standards.

(5) SETCom activities in different countries, Johan in Europe, Qiubo in North America and parts of Asia, Jinliang in China.
