IEEE 1900.1 Working Group Teleconference Meeting
2 June 2005
1. Summary

This teleconference call was chaired by Jim Hoffmeyer.  The Agenda, which was submitted by the Chair, is provided as Attachment 1.  The list of participants is provided as Attachment 2.
