All motors so employed or arranged such that an unexpected starting of the motor might create an ex​posure of personnel to injury shall have the motor control circuit designed to block unintended automatic re-en​ergization of the motor after a power supply interruption of a duration sufficient for moving equipment to become stationary. The motor control shall be such that an operator must take some action to restart the motor, or automatic restarting shall be preceded by warning signals and a time delay sufficient for personnel action to limit the likelihood of injury. This requirement does not apply to those motors with an emergency use and where the opening of the circuit may cause less safe conditions.
