Meeting Facilities:  
We have a room booked for steering on Monday (late) PM. (This will allow most of Monday 
for people to arrive ). 
For Tuesday through Thursday: 
We have one large room for plenaries and for the largest group to meet.(Dorset Room - see 
attachment) 
We have a medium sized room (large enough for steering and any group) (Lulworth Room) 
Two smaller rooms for up to nine people. (Canford Room & Syndicate 5) 
All with projector and screen. 
 
Travel:  
Those renting a car will find no trouble finding the route from Heathrow or Gatwick, but note 



that the distance is approximately 90 miles from Heathrow and 120 miles from Gatwick. The 
hotel has reasonable parking (by UK standards). 
 
To get to Bournemouth from the London Airports will involve a change (at least one) 
There are various possibilities, e.g., for Heathrow you can go into London on the tube 
(underground) and get a train from London (Waterloo) to Bournemouth, or you can get a 
shuttle bus to Woking and get a train from there to Bournemouth. There are other alternatives 
but they involve more than one change. 
The shuttle bus to Woking and train from there to Bournemouth is probably quickest. 
  
From Gatwick it will probably involve two changes, as there is no direct line.

For those renting a car the journey is not too difficult. From either airport, most of the journey 
is on motorway (freeway) or dual carriageway (divided highway). Only the local roads at each 
end are on our "narrow" roads. As I said in a previous e-mail, it is about 110 miles from 
Gatwick and about 85-90 miles from Heathrow. The speed limit most of the way is 70 mph. 
 
Wednesday Evening Event:  
In addition to the SCC20 meeting activities, EADS Test Engineering Services would like to 
invite everyone to a Wednesday evening event: 
A visit and tour of Ringwood Brewery followed by a traditional English "Ploughman's Lunch" 
at the "Inn on the Furlong".
