Minutes of the 17th meeting of the ATML Working Group and the IEEE SCC20 TII W.G.

Meeting opened at 0900 on 17 January 2006 by TII Chairman, Chris Gorringe. Thirty-two participants signed the attendance list.
The IEEE “Call for Patents” presentation was shown to the group.

Participants introduced themselves, the agenda was reviewed and the sub-group objectives were stated.

Mike Seavey presented information on the IEEE “MyBallot” process. Highlights: to ballot, individuals must register for an IEEE web account and indicate which standards group they wish to ballot on. It was noted that there may be issues with the IEEE web site used for this process. 
Ron Taylor presented a briefing on experiences in implementing the Instrument Description for the BAE synthetic instrument. There were some issues found in mapping software for the BAE instrument into the schema. These are detailed in Ron’s briefing (See SI_Inst_Desc.ppt).

Mark Skiba briefed the group on some suggestions for annotation of abstract data types. Overarching suggestion is to annotate the required children types. Mark volunteered to draft suggested wording for the framework document.
John Ralph briefed the group on changes to Common.xsd and the current status of the ‘unit’ type defined therein. Several suggestions were made; final consensus was that a “free-form” attribute is needed to accommodate non-standard units of measure.
Following this, the group split into individual sub-groups and the DMC group to continue work in their respective areas.
