Overview of current state of the UUT Description schema and associated standard (1671.3).

A comment was made that the structure of the schema document was too indeterminate…that is, too many “optional” elements/attributes. A suggestion was made that based on the stated purpose of the schema, there should be, at minimum, a set of required elements and attributes that provided “description” and “identification” information. This change resulted in an update to the Common and HardwareCommon schemas.

It was further suggested that a similar action should be taken in regards to Common and HardwareCommon types. In summary, all defined types will be reviewed and modified as necessary such that they provide at least a minimum set of required entities consistent with the purpose of the type.

National Instruments offered to prototype the UUT Description schema.
