IEEE Std P1547.6 Draft Recommended Practice for Interconnecting Distributed Resources with Electric Power Systems Distribution Secondary Networks 
Aug. 5-6, 2008, World Trade Center, Portland Oregon
August 5, 2008.  
On Tuesday morning at 8:30 AM, the meeting participants (Attachment 1 – Attendees) were welcomed by Joe Koepfinger, chairman, and John Bzura, vice chairman.   The WG officers thanked David Beach (Portland General Electric - PGE) for PGE hosting the meeting facilities. Participants introduced themselves and identified their affiliations.  The P1547.6 agenda (Attachment 2 – Agenda) was discussed and approved. The IEEE standards development meeting introductory slides were presented that included the P1547.6 scope, purpose, and IEEE Standards Board By-Laws on Patents and Inappropriate Topics. An opportunity was provided for WG members to identify or disclose patents that they believe may be essential for the use of the standard. None was identified by the participants. The WG approved the minutes of the previous meeting (a motion to approve by Charles Rogers was seconded by Peter Hoffman).   
There was a question on the status of the reaffirmation of IEEE 1547, and the participants were informed the reaffirmation was successful with the paperwork now at IEEE headquarters for processing.  
John Bzura gave an overview of the P1547.6 draft 2.0 and stated that this WG meeting would focus on the comments that were submitted on P1547.6 draft 2.  For the remainder of the day, the WG focused on reviewing the comments, made proposed revisions to P1547.6 draft 2 at the meeting, and some participants volunteered to submit draft revised text based on the work group deliberations.  The P1547.6 Draft 2, the comments received by the requested deadline prior to the meeting, and the revised draft 2 based on the working group meeting discussions (work in progress) are posted at the WG member password protected area:

August 6, 2008
Wednesday started with the continued review of the comments by the full WG, starting with clause 8.  The group took a break to see a demonstration of the PGE Dispatchable Standby Generation program monthly operations test at the PGE headquarters building.  
The WG reconvened after lunch at 1 PM. The comment review was completed by 3:00 PM. All submitted comments were discussed and were either accepted, rejected, or revised text will be worked on by volunteers. The comment review period was followed by general discussion. The meeting ended at 4:00 PM.

Closing remarks 
The targeted schedule for P1547.6 is to have a ballot ready draft in 2009.  The next P1547.6 WG meeting is tentatively planned for the last full week of January 2009 in Las Vegas (Nevada) before the P1547.4 DR island systems.  
By the end of August 2008 WG participants volunteered to submit proposed revisions that address this WG meeting agreed upon approaches for revising certain draft 2 clauses.  John Bzura and Mike Coddington have agreed to update or redraw all of the figures and examples in draft 2 using Microsoft Visio.  We will then compile the next P1547.6 draft for posting.  We are planning to hold a teleconference to preview that next draft and will survey the work group about four weeks in advance of picking that teleconference date.
