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Q9/15 and Q12/15 would like to thank Q5/13 for your liaison statement regarding consenting Recommendation Y.1731.

This communication has been considered during a meeting of SG15 from the 6th to the 17th of February, in Geneva.

1. G.8021 Amendment incorporates some of the Y.1731 OAM processes such as APS, AIS and LCK

2. The following documents are consented in this SG15 plenary meeting:

a. Recommendation Ethernet equipment - G.8021 amendment 1.

b. Recommendation Ethernet Architecture - G.8010 amendment 1.  Please note that the description of the ETV layers was removed and the OAM is now described in the context of the ETH layer.  Work is continuing in this area.

c. New Recommendation Ethernet Protection - G.8031.

d. New Recommendation MPLS Equipment - G.8121.

3. Additional OAM functions and processes will be incorporated in the next revisions of G.8010 and G.8021.

In the next few weeks the documents mentioned above, will be submitted to a 4 week approval period, where ITU-T Member States and Sector Members will have the opportunity to make comments on the content of the draft.

The next interim meeting of Q9/15 and Q12/15 is planned jointly with Q5/13 in Kobe (Japan) from the 22nd to the 27th of April 2006.
