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Further to our previous liaison (June 2007), ITU-T SG15 Q9 notes the continued progress of work related to protection switching as part of the development of P802.1Qay. 
ITU-T SG15 Q9 understands there is ongoing discussion related to support for Operator Requests (LoP, MSW etc) and other aspects of linear protection switching. We would like to engage with you to see how much of G.8031/Y.1342 can be leveraged to address your requirements. Cooperation on this project would avoid the development of two incompatible solutions addressing the same issue.
ITU-T SG15 Q9 would very much welcome an opportunity to make a short presentation of G.8031/Y.1342 during your Nov 07 meeting to show how aspects of it may meet your requirements. 
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
