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The liaison statement that you sent to our October 2006 meeting “LS - Ethernet Connection Management Study Items (response to Q12/15 LS 3)” contains the following statement: 
“Translation of 802.1Q S-VLAN tags (with 12 bit VIDs) is supported at S-tagged service interfaces, as an option, by the IEEE Std 802.1ad Provider Bridging amendment to IEEE Std 802.1Q.” 
SG15 requests clarification on the term “service interface”, specifically can the option of translation of 802.1Q 12-bit S-VIDs be applied at any interface where a S-VLAN tag is present?
