ITU-T Q9/15 appreciates your liaison concerning P802.1Qay protection switching.  We have taken note of the current status of your work as well as your observations on the differences between G.8031 (2006) and P802.1Qay/D3.5.

We are currently working towards a revision of G.8031.  This effort includes the expansion of the scope to include such items as additional entities to be protected, protection architecture/modes, etc. This will enable G.8031 to cover Ethernet protection switching in a more generic manner.  In this regards, we are investigating the possibility of including in the revised G.8031 an interoperable P802.1Qay protection switching mode which will specifically support 1:1 bi-directional protection switching without APS signaling. 
We would like to inform you that we intend to update G.8031 to include: 
(1) Protection switching for BSI groups or TESIs as specified in P802.1Qay for the non-load sharing case.
(2) Compound link based SNC group protection with inherent monitoring (CL-SNCG/I) for the load sharing case
We believe that the above extension should facilitate the desired alignment between P802.1Qay and G.8031.

We look forward to your continued participation in these liaison exchanges as it allows for an increased alignment between our specifications.  We would very much appreciate any response to this liaison by 21 September 2008, prior to our next interim meeting.
