Mr. Jeffree,

The Metro Ethernet Forum has established Service OAM-Fault Management and Service OAM-Performance Management working groups.  We have decided to use the terminology from ITU-T Recommendation Y.1731 in all of the documents produced by these working groups so that terms used in both the Fault and Performance Management projects can be the same.  One area of concern has been identified.  A MA Short Name using the ICC-based 13 character name is required by some carriers.  The current format of the MA Short Name Format defined within IEEE 802.1ag explicitly supports only values 1-4.  To support operational requirements within some carriers networks different naming formats are required.  We would like to request that additional MA Short Name Format value of 32 as defined in ITU-T recommendation Y.1731 for the MEG-ID also be mandatorily supported for both transmit and receive..
