Dear Tony:

The widespread deployment of Ethernet technology (provider bridged/802.1ad) in public broadband access networks has revealed issues with the presence of non-unique MAC addresses. This is either a result of malice, improper configuration, or improper manufacture.

The emergence of retail CPE has resulted in Ethernets for which there is no one authority that can control the MAC space in a given domain.

We would like to know if 802 has considered this problem and if you can advise us of any insight you may be able to offer.
