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[Background & Facts]
⚫ 802.1AS prohibits the use of VLANs.
⚫ 802.1DG does not specify the profile regarding time synchronization.
⚫ AUTOSAR permits VLANs as an option. 
⚫ Whatever the standard, there will be products that perform time synchronization 

over VLANs.

[Situation to be resolved]
⚫ Mixing the above can cause problems.
⚫ It is too late to eliminate VLAN form the automotive industry.
⚫ There are no guidelines for handling VLAN in time synchronization.

As SDV is gaining attention and TSN is becoming inevitable, 
Time Synchronization must be available and easy for OEMs.

A situation we should share. 
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We have a good precedent.
