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1. Introduction
This document contains templates for motions to be brought to the 802.11 working group.

Working and task group officers should use the templates in this document as a starting point for constructing a motion to be brought to the IEEE 802.11 working group (and, by implication, to the task groups).

The reason to have this document is that motions intended to achieve the same effect are often worded very differently.   Sometimes the differences do not matter.  Sometimes a poor choice of wording sends the group down a procedural rat-hole, wasting everybody’s time and potentially provoking voters to vote “no”.

Therefore, it is expected that these templates will be used both in the working group, and in task group motions where these appear later in the working group, unless there is some good reason why not.

It is also expected that officers will bring any errors or necessary changes to this document to the WG officers for action in a timely fashion.

This is a motions template, not an operations manual. Refer to the 802.11 operations manual for rules relating to when motions may be brought (e.g., preconditions on bringing a draft to ballot).

1.1. Bringing motions on behalf of the task group

When a motion is brought to a task group with the expectation of bringing the same motion to the working group, the following rules should be followed:

· The motion is moved and approved in the task group.
· The motion brought to the working group shall show the mover and seconder from the task group and the result of the vote in the task group.  It shall be brought to the working group by an officer of the task group “on behalf of” the task group.  Such a motion does not require a seconder in the working group, unless it is a “motion external” – i.e., it approves or requests something external to the working group.
· The wording of the motion approved in the task group, and the motion brought to the working group must be identical.   This immediately rules out any language such as “Request the working group to approve…”

1.2. Syntax of these motion templates

In these motions two types of syntax are used:

· [optional] – items in square brackets are optional

· <keyword> - the item in triangle brackets is a keyword that should be replaced with a value as follows:
· <group>, <subgroup-name> - “TGx” / “WNG” …

· <draft>, <new-draft> - “Draft 6.0”

· <doc-ref> - 11-09-1234r12.  Note full URLs should be used in EC motions as some groups don’t know where to find Mentor documents.
2. Motions made in 802.11 TG/SG/SC

These are motions made in subgroups of 802.11.   Note, many of the motions in section 3 are brought first in the subgroup, and then brought also to the working group.
2.1. Approve minutes

Commentary:  Working Group Approval of minutes

The IEEE Standards Companion describes minutes of meetings [http://standards.ieee.org/guides/companion/part1.html#minutes], and tentative minutes should be approved at the next meeting. This motion can be used by task groups, study groups, ad hoc and standing committees to approve tentative minutes from prior meetings and teleconferences.

So, no motion is required.
