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Tuesday,  March 16, 2004

8:05 a.m.  The chair called the meeting to order. 

Announcements:  There will be no meeting Thursday.

The agenda 15-04-0072-00-003b-march-sg3b-agenda.xls was reviewed.  Dr. Gilb asked for time to present document 15-04-0516-00-003b submission rules.   The queue of documents and new submissions were discussed and times assigned for their presentation.

There was a motion internal to approve the agenda, and it was approved by unanimous consent. 

Document 15-04-0034-00-003b was reviewed.  The work schedule and process for making suggestions was presented and discussed.  We will hear suggestions today and put them on the “list” for work after the TG is approved.

The chair presented the patent statements.

Gilb presented document 15-04-0131-00-003b “JPKG-Proposed-Changes” that is a list of his comments and suggestions.   

Document 15-04-0091-00-003b was presented.  Discussion followed. Adding information to the header to assist SOPs (Simultaneous Operating Piconet) and moving to 64 bits was discussed and will be added to the work list.  

HP Chang presented “Bridge-mode aided universal relay”, document 15-04-0107-08-003b.   A suggestion was made that 1394.1 (being re-circulated at the moment) may have solved some of the problems presented in this example.   Its work with 15.3 is being looked at.   The issue is whether the solution needs to be done in the standard or can it be done above the MAC.   

Recessed at 10am for morning break and reconvened at 10:33.

Continued the presentation of document 15-04-0107.  Bridging needs to be discussed further, particularly in regards to what would have to be added to the MAC to make it work and which of the issues should be handled at a higher layer.

10:59 a.m.  Motion to recess until tomorrow at 8 a.m.   Moved Ho-in, seconded Bain.  Passed by unanimous consent. 

Wednesday, A.M.,  March 17, 2004

The chair called the meeting together at 8:10 a.m.

The agenda was reviewed and a request for any changes and new documents was made.  The agenda was updated to 15-04-0072-02-003b.

Johansson presented document 15-04-0134 about the bite and byte order.  After discussion, he presented 15-03-0444-01-0030 about synchronization between protocols with different clocks.   This was a request for MLME-Beacon-Event.  It was agreed to include this in the scope of TG3b work.  There was discussion on different ways to do this function.  Johansson will start a discussion on the web. 

Sarallo presented 15-04-0138-00-003b.  It contains several suggestions for clarifications.  The sections in this document will be used below for reference.  

One issue is that it is not necessary to support 256 streams, but it must support 256 values.  There were no disagreements to putting this on the list. 

Interframe spacing requirements is an issue.  Whether it is an exact value or a minimum needs to be clarified.  We agreed that it needs to be clarified for several of these types of timing windows.

Section 2.3:  We not sure if this needs a clarification.  If anyone wants to submit text, it will be considered. 

It was agreed that we need to clarify that a DEV can not send a stream index that would not be recognized by the receiver.

We might want to clarify the retransmission of Broadcast/Multicast Frames inside a stream for reliability.   The general response was that it should be clarified that this is already allowed in the standard.

Section 2.6:  MSDU number is a good idea, but needs to be review.

Section 2.7: Adjustable and does need to be clarified.

Section 2.8: “Conflicting ACK Policies”.  Needs to be clarified and the possibility of over writing different ACKs need to be clarified.   Delayed ACKs can’t be turned on and off arbitrarily.   Maybe a table of what can be over written by what would help. 

Section 3.1:  This third section moves from clarifications, into possible amendments which are more substantial changes to the MAC.

Wednesday, P.M.,  March 17, 2004

Called to order at 1:30

Sarallo continued his presentation.  Item 3.1 was generally agreed to be added.

Item 3.2:  Some of these suggestions would go away with better stream termination but these issues should be looked closely.

Item 3.3: was also generally accepted for future work.

Item 3.4, .5and .6:  Were accepted as an item to look at.

Item 3.7: Skip for now.

Item 3.8 and .9 were accepted for future work.

Item 3.10 was dropped.

Item 3.11 will be added to clause 6 as an error code

Jay Bain presented document 15-04-0142-00-003b Broadcast to broadcast CTAs (multiple CAPs).  The group agreed to pursue it further.

Manoj Choudhary presented document 15-04-0144-01-003b “Associated devices information element and faster association”.  It is a recommendation to add Associated Devices Information Element in the Beacon frame, and a decentralized and faster association procedure using these ADIEs.   Some questions came out of the discussion and there was interest in looking into the details.

Johansson notified the group that there will be another submission Create-ASIE-MLME-functions as document 15-04-0143-00-003b which may be sent in a few days. 

Sarallo presented 15-04-0138-00-003b section 4.  MLME Interface Issues and Inconsistencies.  The group agreed that there were inconsistencies in the MLME interface and agreed to develop an architecture from which the correct MLMEs could be determined.
