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8.1.3 Frame Exchange Sequences

Only Association frames and TBD Authentication frames shall be transmitted during the CAP.  Additionally, Channel Time Request commands can be transmitted in the CAP if a DEV does not have any available GTS slots to transmit them in.  All other frames shall always be transmitted in assigned slots during the CFP.  Except for immediate ACKs, the PNC shall never transmit during the CAP since it can always assign itself a GTS slot.
