		The TG1 updated their revised Project Plan –00/375r1 [00375r1P802-15_TG1-Project-Planning.pdf]; based on this revision they prepared for WG LB7.  TG1’s Editing Team applied –00/159r16 and created an –00/159r17.  This contribution describes the application of the LB3 commentary to 802.15.1/D0.8.

		On 16Jan01 The OpenGroup/BSIG Editing Team provided the TG1 Editor-in-Chief an update on the timing for the next installment of the BT v1.1 FM source for Std 802.15.1-[2001] Draft 0.8.  Here are the new dates:
