6.2 Generic management primitives
The management information specific to each layer is represented as a personal information base (PIB) for that layer.  In a LAN/MAN the corresponding management information base is called a MIB and is often associated with a management protocol such as SNMP (simple network management protocol).  However, WPAN’s are not intended to be managed across a network but rather use the management information to ascertain the personality of the sublayer, hence the acronym PIB.   

The MAC and PHY layer management entities are viewed as “containing” the MIB for that layer. The generic model of MIB-related management … <same text>

7. Review “Join” primitive to see if it is used by the 15.3 protocol … we have overloaded the “Join” primitive and need to resolve this.

9. MSC chart required to clarify the operator interaction.  Also need a state diagram.

10. Replace MLME-START with MLME-ESTABLISH_NETWORK

11. Replace SSID with NWID (Network ID)

12. Delete desired Piconet type

13. Rewrite 6.7.1 & 6.7.2 to remove reference to PMD?

14. How does the SME communicate the PHY PIB data rates to the MAC.  Needs a new interface, possibly through PHY-SAP or through MLME-SME SAP.

15. How does the DEV do Link Quality Query?  This is in the PHY SAP via LQI (aka RSSI).  Bad CRC's are collected and reported by the MAC.

16. Add place holder for stream management function in the MLME based on 8.4, TBD parameters

17. Make sure the Link Quality information is in the MAC PIB (LQI and bad CRC).

18. PhyPib_ShortTurnaroundSupported … remove this from the PHY PIB.

19. PhyPib_IEEE802.15.1_PhySupported … remove this from the PHY PIB.
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
