· The return ratio is 58/74 = 78 % (50 % is required) and the abstention rate was less than 30% of those voting.  The ballot is valid. 

· Motion passed with 56/1/1 or 98 %.  16 failed to vote.

· We received 71 Comments, document –01/117r12
