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Minutes of the Publicity Committee Meeting 

 PC Co-chairs, 802.11: Brian Matthews (?) and 802.15: Glyn Roberts (STMicroelectronics) convened the meeting.  27 people were in attendance.

Three Presentations were given:

· “IEEE SA Update” by Jerry Walker, IEEE Staff

·  “Wi-Fi Alliance Update to IEEE 802.11 Publicity Committee” by (Bill Carney, TI)

· “WiMedia Alliance Update” by John Barr (Motorola, VP: WiMedia Alliance)

A suggestion was made that the PC should consider generating a statement explaining to the media that the IEEE 802’s ‘alphabet soup’ (which can be very confusing to the media) is a manifestation of our standardization process.  Clearly it is not sensible to change this process in order to make it simpler for public consumption.  Also we rely on independent Industry Associations, such as WiFi Alliance and WiMedia Alliance, to commercialize and market our standards.

Glyn Roberts introduced an idea coming from Ian Gifford that we should create a link on the WG website for TG Tutorial presentations.  In most cases these already exist.  ACTION: IanG to link TG1, TG2, TG3 tutorial presentations from archive via tutorial.html and GlynR will work with TG4 (JoseG, PatK, and MarcoN) to obtain a similar contribution.
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
