1. Have votes on the individual offices, sequentially, rather than taking one ballot.  Prior to each ballot in this process, the results of the previous ballot will be announced.

2. The winning candidate must win 50%+1 (majority) of the vote (ignoring abstentions).  In the case where no candidate gets 50%+1 of the vote then there will be a runoff ballot between the two top candidates with the expectation that one candidate will get a majority.

3. An individual can declare himself a candidate for more than one office prior to the deadline for nominations.  The list of all the candidates for each office will be made known prior to the voting.

4. The present agenda for the SG3a sessions in Monterey provides time at 6:30 PM on Monday for officer candidates to be presented.

5. There was a consensus that the deadline for nominations should remain at 3:30 PM on Wednesday in accordance with the present schedule, with no provision in the initial agenda for additional time for candidates to present themselves.

6. A confidence vote shall be taken on the full slate after the individual office voting is finished.  These results shall be reported to the working group.
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
