Planned submission package for IMT-Advanced 
In its contribution 5D/356 to February 2009 meeting of ITU-R Working Party 5D (WP 5D), the IEEE informed WP 5D of its intent to submit a proposal based on IEEE Project 802.16m as a candidate IMT-Advanced RIT in accordance with the development schedule. 

IEEE continues to actively contribute towards the development of IMT-Advanced. The IEEE Project 802.16m, under development in the IEEE 802.16 Working Group (WG), continues to progress in its development of a candidate RIT for IMT-Advanced. This candidate RIT is expected to be submitted by IEEE to the ITU-R WP 5D by its October 2009 meeting in accordance with the development schedule.
