Introduction

At the Opening Plenary of the IEEE 802.16 Working Group’s Session #62, Reza Arefi, Chair of the ITU-R Liaison Group, presented an opening report (IEEE L802.16-09/0072R2), including lists of background documents and input contributions, proposed objectives for the meeting, and the draft agenda for the ITU-R Liaison Group meeting.

Results of the ITU-R Liaison Group meeting


The ITU-R Liaison Group met during afternoon of Monday, 13 July 2009, all day on Tuesday, 14 July 2009, all day on Wednesday, 15 July 2009, and all day on Thursday, 16 May 2009, in San Francisco, CA, chaired by Reza Arefi. The Chair also presented certain output documents to 802.18 Regulatory TAG on Wednesday morning and Thursday afternoon, and also updates on IMT-Advanced work to TGm closing meetings.
