1) Introduction
At the Opening Plenary of the IEEE 802.16 Working Group (WG) Session #66, Reza Arefi, Chair of the ITU LG, presented an opening report (IEEE L802.16-10/0030r1), including lists of background documents and input contributions and liaisons, proposed objectives for the meeting, and the draft agenda for the ITU-R Liaison Group meeting. ITU LG Chair also made the following motion, which was unanimously approved by the WG:

5.  Outcome of Session #66
