1) Introduction
At the Opening Plenary of the IEEE 802.16 Working Group (WG) Session #68, Roger marks, on behalf of Reza Arefi, Chair of the ITU-R LG, presented an opening report (IEEE L802.16-10/0072), including lists of background documents and input contributions and liaisons, proposed objectives for the meeting, and the draft agenda for the ITU-R Liaison Group meeting. The following motion was also presented, which was unanimously approved by the WG:
· To authorize the ITU Liaison Group to draft documents regarding contributions as needed, tentatively approve them on behalf of the WG (subject to confirmation at the 802.16 Closing Plenary), submit them for 802.18 TAG review, and represent the WG with the 802.18 TAG.

5.  Outcome of Session #68
These objectives in Section 4 were pursued during the meetings of the ITU-R LG. Following paragraphs detail the outcome regarding each of these objectives.
Objectives 1&2: Examination of finalized Independent Evaluation Group reports and Prepare contribution to WP 5D on external evaluation matters including questions raised in ITU-R CG
ITU-R LG reviewed document IEEE L802.16-10/0071 in which finalization of Steps 4 (evaluation activities) and 5 of the IMT-Advanced process are communicated with external organizations as well proponents of IMT-Advanced candidate technologies. 
ITU-R LG did not find any issues with respect to any of the evaluation reports submitted to the ITU-R. There were also no unresolved issues in the ITU-R Correspondence Group for evaluations. As a result, no inputs to the ITU-R or other entities are necessary on this topic. 
Objective 3: Review outcome of WP 5D #8 w.r.t. IMT-Advanced evaluations and next steps
As a result of the discussions in ITU-R WP 5D and further developments in establishing of a process for IMT-Advanced technical and administrative matters, IEEE, as a Proponent of an IMT-Advanced RIT, has certain obligations. In compliance with the process and with the aim of fulfilling these obligations, certain correspondence with the ITU-R needs to happen through preparation and submission of certain forms. The very first of these forms, called Form A (“Notification of intention to provide a Global Core Specification or directly incorporated specification for a new radio interface for Recommendation ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC]”), is due on 6 October 2010. Please see L802.16-10/0072 for more details.
ITU-R LG prepared a Form A (IEEE L802.16-10/0075) in compliance with the above-mentioned process. 

ITU-R LG, also prepared liaison statements to Japan and TTA, two other proponents of the “IEEE Technology”, to inform them of the intention of IEEE to provide GCS material for the IEEE WirelessMAN-Advanced. Japan and TTA are also invited to support IEEE’s Form A by adding their names as additional sources for this form. These two liaison statements are:
1) IEEE L802.16-10/0075 – Liaison statement to Japan concerning the IMT-Advanced development process
2) IEEE L802.16-10/0076 – Liaison statement to ARIB concerning the IMT-Advanced development process
Objective 4: Prepare input material for WP 5D Workshop on IMT for the Next Decade (October 2010)Note 1 
This workshop has been postponed to a later date in 2011. Therefore, no action is necessary at this point.
Objective 5: Prepare a contribution to WP 5D on IMT.UPDATE
ITU-R LG did not receive any input to Session #68 on this topic. IMT.UPDATE is scheduled to be finalized in October 2011. WG members are encouraged to provide input on this topic to next Sessions. 
Objective 6: Prepare meeting X contribution for M.1457-11Note 2
ITU-R WP 5D made a decision at its June 2010 meeting to align the first meeting of M.1457-11 cycle with the first meeting of the first revision of the IMT-Advanced radio interface Recommendation M.[IMT.RSPEC]. As a result, no action on this topic is necessary until at least October 2011. 
Objective 7: Review with 802.18, and approve at the EC, any relevant ITU Liaison and/or contributions including on IMT-Advanced
The ITU-R LG did not have any item to review with 802.18 and/or to approve at the EC at this Session.
Objective 8: Initiation of development of a contribution to WP 5D on IMT.RSPEC
ITU-R LG initiated drafting a contribution (IEEE L802.16-10/0074) to the ITU-R containing material for inclusion in Recommendation ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC], detailed specifications of IMT-Advanced Radio Interface Technologies. This document will be further developed at our next Session. 
On a matter related to development of M.[IMT.RSPEC] and related process in the ITU-R, ITU-R LG was informed of approval of a comment in the IEEE P802.16m sponsor ballot process. The comment, adds two annexes (T and U) to the raft standard for supported frequency bands and out of band emissions information. Contents for these two annexes are extracted from IMT-ADV/4. ITU-R LG noted that the WiMAX Forum has been the source of this material in the lead up to IEEE’s IMT-Advanced submission to the ITU-R. As a result, the following liaison statement to the WiMAX Forum was developed, which brings the addition of these two annexes to the attention of the WiMAX Forum and seeks their input. 
3) IEEE L802.16-10/0078 – Inclusion of information on supported frequency bands and unwanted emissions in IEEE P802.16m draft standard 
Objective 9: Update ITU-R LG workplan as appropriate
ITU-R LG reviewed and updated its workplan contained in document IEEE L802.16-10/0017r2 and produced the following revision:
