5.  Outcome of Session #71
The objectives in Section 4 were pursued during the meetings of the ITU-R LG. Following paragraphs detail the outcome regarding each of these objectives.
Objectives 1: Develop contribution to WP 5D on M.1224 (to provide Abbreviations), Ref: IEEE L802.16-10/0107
ITU-R LG reviewed an input document (IEEE L802.16-10/0132) in this regard and produced a draft contribution (IEEE L802.16-10/0132d1). This draft will be carried forward to the next meeting for final approval for submission to the ITU-R WP 5D.
Objective 2: Further develop IEEE contribution on Annex B.1 of M.[IMT.RSPEC]
ITU LG considered input document IEEE L802.16-10/0128 and updated its draft contribution with the changes provided therein. Updated draft IEEE contribution to ITU-R WP 5D on Annex B of M.[IMT.RSPEC] was updated to IEEE L802.16-10/0113d9.

In addition, ITU-R LG prepared a Call for Contributions (CfC) requesting input on further development of IEEE contribution to ITU-R WP 5D on Annex B of M.[IMT.RSPEC] as well as some other topics of interest related to ITU-R WP 5A (IEEE L802.16-10/0131). 
Objective 3: Develop a plan for the March 2011 WATO meeting and liaise with WirelessMAN-Advanced Transposing Organization
ITU-R LG worked on the following items related to the first WATO meeting scheduled to be held in March 2011.
· A meeting agenda was developed (IEEE L802.16-10/0130).
· A Liaison Statement (IEEE L802.16-10/0129) to ARIB, TTA, and the WiMAX Forum (Transposing Organizations) was prepared, which contained updated information on development of IEEE contribution towards M.[IMT.RSPEC], status of draft 802.16m/D11, as well as information on first WATO meeting. This Liaison Statement also includes WATO meeting agenda in its Annex 1 and a proposed Terms of Reference for WATO meetings in Annex 2.
