16p AWD specifies that "BS may assign ranging resources, including ranging code and ranging opportunity, dedicated for M2M devices. In this case, M2M devices perform ranging for network (re-)entry using dedicated ranging resources."
This contribution proposes changes to the 16e standard to allocate dedicated ranging resources to M2M devices performing network re-entry from idle mode.
