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1 Introduction

In some M2M applications such as Smart Grid, M2M devices will be fixed devices or nomadic devices and HO function doesn't need to be implemented in such M2M devices. However, all M2M devices which are compliant with 16m standard shall support HO regardless of their mobility because HO is defined as a mandatory function in 16m. It will increase device cost and implementation complexity.
In this contribution, we propose to add ‘HO support’ parameter into AAI-REG-REQ/RSP messages in order for M2M devices and ABS to negotiate HO function during initial network entry. This will make it possible for device venders to produce cheap M2M devices in which HO function is not implemented.
