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Clarification on 16p definitions

1. Introduction
There are some definitions in IEEE 802.16p AWD that are ambiguous. Those are in need of clarification. First, the term “M2M subscriber” is used to define “M2M server” and “M2M group”. However, the definition of “M2M subscriber” is ambiguous and this term is only in use to define other terms in the AWD. It seems that there is no need to define “M2M subscriber” in the AWD. Therefore, we propose to delete “M2M subscriber” and modify the related definitions such as “M2M server” and “M2M group”. Without the term “M2M subscriber”, we can define “M2M group” as a group of devices that share one or more features in common. Next, “M2M device” is defined as an MS with M2M functionality. But, the meaning of “M2M functionality” is ambiguous. We redefine “M2M device” as a device involved with M2M communication.
